Blue Wa-
ter Bridge Canada would like to 
help those children in need. 

In the Fall of 2008, Blue Water 
Bridge Canada launched their 
Community Bridges Program 
aimed at helping families with the 
cost of enrolling their children into 
organized sporting activities. 

Blue Water Bridge Canada recog-
nizes that physical activity  di-
rectly affects a child’s physical and 
mental well being.  We feel it will 
give the children a chance to build 
on their social and scholastic skills 
while building their confidence and 

self-esteem.  Most importantly, they have fun 
doing it. 

Program Guidelines 
The program is administered by the local 
YMCA in Sarnia, Ontario.  The program coordi-
nator is responsible for identifying families that 
qualify for assistance.  Funding is dispersed on 
a first come, first served basis. 

Assistance will be provided for children aged 4-
17 inclusive and is limited to one sporting event 
for either spring/summer or fall/winter season 
(maximum of 1 per year).  Funding is provided 
for up to $300 per activity.  The children receive 
the full benefit of the funding as no monies are 
spent towards administrative or related costs. 

Families with more than one child may qualify 
for assistance for the additional children. 

Families can rest assured that their privacy will 
be respected and the names of the children re-
ceiving assistance will remain confidential with 
the YMCA .
